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A one day Consultative Work-

shop on “Governance of 

Tanks and Small Water Re-

sources in Telangana State”, 

was jointly organised by the 

Indian Institute of Public Ad-

ministration and Marri Chan-

na Reddy Human Resource 

Development Institute on 

09th January, 2015. The ob-

jective of the Workshop was 

to restore and sustain water 

bodies in Telangana State. 

Stressing on the importance 

of restoring and saving lakes, 

experts from IIPA said that 50

-60 percent of the minor irri-

gation in the state is through 

tanks and therefore tanks are 

to be considered as water 

infrastructure units both for 

rural and urban areas. They 

are to be considered as sym-

bols of water security, food 

security and communal har-

mony. Sri.T.Harish Rao, 

Honorable Minister for Irri-

gation and Chief Guest said 

Bachawat tribunal that had 

allotted 265 tmcft of water 

from the Krishna and the 

Godavari for filling up the 

tanks in Telangana is not 

being captured due to the 

reduced capacity of tanks. 

To increase the capacity of 

tanks and to revitalize them 

he said, Mission Kakatiya is 

taken up. He added that the 

government had started 

inviting tenders for resto-

ration of 9,000 tanks in the 

first phase. Smt.D. Lakshmi 

Parthasarathy, Director 

General, Dr MCRHRD Insti-

tute in her presentation on 

Urban Lakes in Telangana 

said that the 400 big and 

small lakes in Hyderabad 

had the potential to supply 

228 million litres out of 

1,070 million litres per day 

of the drinking water re-

quirement for the city.  

Prof. K. Purushotham Red-

dy spoke about ecological 

dangers on account of 

sand quarrying in the riv-

erbeds at Alair and Dindi. 

areas, one lake per town is 

to be taken for upgradation. 

He said that social fencing is 

found to be the best option 

for urban tanks/lakes for 

protection and regular 

maintenance and also said 

that all encroached lakes 

and tanks within GHMC are 

considered under the pro-

gramme. The Mission is for 

five years revitalizing 9000 

tanks every year for five 

months  from February to 

May.

Kakatiya Mr. Harish Rao said 

that it is a program of re-

storing all the tanks and 

lakes in Telangana State. 

The Mission has two differ-

ent approaches for rural 

and urban tanks. It includes 

water restoration, canal 

restoration, desilting of 

lakes and restoration of 

chain of lakes in rural areas. 

It is also proposed to con-

struct check dams for water 

conservation. For urban 

taken up by integrating 

departments like irrigation, 

revenue, forest develop-

ment and agriculture for 

effective implementation 

of the project.

"Swachh Bharat Mission for Urban Areas" is proposed to be implemented over 5 

years starting from 2nd October, 2014 in all 4041 statutory towns. The total ex-

pected cost of the programme over 5 years is Rs. 62,009 crore, out of which the 

proposed Central assistance will be of  Rs. 14,623 crore. 

The programme includes elimination of open defecation, conversion of insanitary 

toilets to pour flush toilets, eradication of manual scavenging, Municipal Solid 

Waste Management, bringing about a behavioural change in people regarding 

healthy sanitation practices, generating awareness among citizens about sanita-

tion and its linkages with public health, strengthening of urban local bodies to 

design, execute and operate systems to fulfil these objectives and creating an 

enabling environment for private sector participation in capital expenditure and 

operational expenditure. The Programme consists of components for providing: 

i.   Individual household toilets, 

ii.  Community and public toilets and 

iii. Municipal Solid Waste Management in all 4041 statutory towns.  

It would cover 1.04 crore households, provide 2.5 lakh seats of community toilets, 

2.6 lakh seats of public toilets and solid waste management facility for all towns.

The concept was introduced last No-

vember on a trial basis for two months 

and the police claims that results were 

satisfactory, and violator’s voluntarily 

paid penalties.

Hyderabad Police have introduced a 

new system for issuing traffic viola-

tion fines which, they say, will im-

prove transparency. Called “Cashless 

Enforcement in Traffic Management”, 

the new initiative scraps on-the-spot 

cash payments, instead issuing e-

tickets to those at fault and requiring 

denizens to pay through banks, post-

offices, Mee seva, e-seva centres, or 

make an online payment through 

debit, credit card.  
 

 

The traffic policemen will issue an e-

ticket to traffic violators when 

caught. “The slip contains details of 

the violations and penalty amount. 

Motorists will be given seven days to 

pay. If a motorist fails to pay for three 

violations consecutively, registration  

certification or driving license or vehi-

cle may be seized.
