Cultivation on revenue/forest land without pattas
* Eviction notices from Forest Department
* No access to subsidies, loans, crop insurance
Kinnersani backwater available nearby

* Land level higher than water — gravity irrigation
impossible

- Liftirrigation required but unaffordable



ST Community

. Possess pattas and legal land ownership

KEY IS SuE S - Still face severe irrigation issues
* Rain-fed agriculture dominates
. No canalirrigation system

* Low crop productivity

* Limited crop diversification



Migrant (Chhattisgarh) Community

. Settled migrant families without pattas

KEY ISSHES . Ful.ly dependent on agricult.u.re
* Major crops: cotton and chilli
. No access to government schemes

 Excluded from institutional credit

* High vulnerability and income insecurity
